Setting up a DOS Boot Disk

For users of Tunercat flash reading and programming software, frequently, problems occur because the computer has booted up under the Windows environment and Windows has “seized control” of all of the hardware characteristics. Even when you “shut down to DOS mode”, Windows has already taken control. So, for this reason, you may benefit from booting to DOS instead of first bringing up Windows and then shutting down to DOS.

If you are unfamiliar with DOS, here are the basic commands you will need for maneuvering around.

md = Make Directory

cd = Change Directory

copy a:*.* = copy all files in the root directory off of the A: floppy

copy a:*.bin = copy all files in the root directory off of the A: floppy that end with .bin

c: = jump from the A: drive to the C: drive

del *.* = delete all files in the current directory

del a:*.* = delete all files in the root directory on the A: floppy

del *.bin = delete all files ending in .bin in the current directory

sys a: = copy the system boot files to the floppy drive

OK, are you ready to start?

Get a blank formatted floppy disk and insert it in to your A: drive. Copy the Tunercat FlashRead and FlashProg programs to this floppy disk (using Windows Explorer). Go to a DOS prompt under Winows, and type the following command:

sys a:

You should see something similar to the following window:
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C:\>sys a:
System transferred

C:\>




At this point, the floppy disk is bootable.

Even though we’re going to be booting off of the A: drive, we need to run the Tunercat software off of the hard disk. Make a directory on the C: drive that’s easily accessible from DOS that from which you can run the software. I suggest you name it something like TC.

Look at the following window:
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C:\>sys a:
System transferred

C:\>md tc
\»cd te

t\tcrcopy az*.*
: COMMAND . COM
rproghlks.dtd
:Flshprog.exe
:Flshread.exe
rreadblks.dtd
:readprog. pdf
6 file(s) copied

I\te>_





At this point, you are ready to reboot your computer and start from a DOS floppy.

Reboot your computer now.

When the computer boots up, it should come up at the A:\> Prompt. From here, you simply type:

C:

cd tc

Now, you should be at the C:\TC\> prompt. From here, you can run flshread by typing

flshread
